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Vaccine information
Cholera vaccine is no longer recommended for international travel.

Hepatitis B vaccine is recommended for frequent long stays in endemic countries. The
primary course is usually three doses, but in some cases can be two or four doses. The
need for a booster is uncertain but some vaccination programmes recommend it.

Japanese encephalitis vaccine may be recommended to travellers to rural parts of Asia
for stays of more than one month, however it may be required for shorter stays if
visiting an area of high risk such as rice fields or close to pig farms. The transmission
season varies. Travel should be avoided within 10 – 14 days of primary course, in case a
delayed allergic reaction occurs.

Measles vaccine may be required for some parts of Africa and Asia in travellers staying
with the local population. There has been a decrease in the uptake of MMR in the last
decade which means some UK adolescents may not have received the MMR vaccination
as part of their childhood vaccinations.

Meningitis ACWY vaccine may be offered to travellers who are staying in an endemic
area for more than one month where contact with locals is likely, although for most
travellers the risk is low. The transmission season varies.

Vaccination for Meningitis ACWY is mandatory for Hajj and Umrah pilgrimages and
proof of vaccination is required for travel. Pilgrims may also require other vaccinations
(for example influenza) - please contact the NPA Information Department for advice.

Rabies vaccine is recommended for those likely to have regular contact with animals or
travelling for long periods in remote areas more than 24 hours from medical facilities.
The primary course is three doses, with full immunity after day 28. A booster is
required after 1 – 5 years, depending on level of risk, such as frequent travel.

Tick borne encephalitis vaccine is recommended for travellers to some forest and
grassland areas of certain European countries, Russia and possibly China. The
transmission season varies.

Yellow fever vaccine is administered at designated centres only – contact the NPA

Certain countries require proof of vaccination as a condition of entry. Vaccination
certificates are valid for 10 years from the tenth day after primary vaccination. If
re-immunisation occurs within the 10 year period the certificate will be valid for 10
years immediately after re-immunisation.

VACCINE REQUIREMENTS OF INDIVIDUAL COUNTRIES
When advising on vaccination requirements for travellers, consideration needs to be
given to the traveller’s itinerary, duration and purpose of travel, as well as the season
of travel. The following is intended as a guide and we would recommend that
members use the travel section on the NPA website for more detailed information or
contact the NPA Information Department for advice.
